WINERY TASTING NOTES The 2006 Coach Insignia is ruby red in color with powerful aromatics that
immediately leap out of the glass: dark chocolate cake with brandied cherry and hints of cedar, vanilla bean and
sweet tobacco. The palate is thick with dense tannins and bright cherry flavors that will continue to evolve over

the next ten plus years. - Whitney Fisher, Winemaker
